To develop perceptions & analysis of music events within a composition using music
principals and technical vocabulary.
To understand the music elements and expressive techniques that generate aesthetic
responses.
To design a strategy for making an informed, critical evaluations of the quality and/or
effectiveness of a performance.
To comprehend the criteria used in the critical evaluation of others and one’s own
performance, arrangement, and improvisation.
To understand how music elements & organizational principals provide connections
between music and other subjects.
